Dear Sir,

I thsnk you for your letter.

I am pleased to answer the questions put to
you by the Ethnological Department, to the best of my
ability. I can only, of course, answer for this country,
and I suggest thet you write to the Secretary,qf the
World Federation for the Protection of Animals, at 40,
Prinses Mariestraat, The Hague, Holland, who will
probably give you more information or obtain it for you
from other parts of the World. You may care to get in
touch with Mr. J. Jacobs, 444, Boonsestecryweg, Antwerp,
Belgium, who is an expert on Esperanto and is also the
President of one of the Belgium Societies.

Now, as far as this country is concerned:-
1. Up to the outbreak of war in 1939 few, if any, of

the inhabitants of this country ate horse flesh.

Since then there has beeq a rapid increase in the
consuption of horse flesh to, in the opinion of some of
us, the detriment of the Country, and a reduction in the
horse population of probably a million and a half since
that year. In a recent report by a Government Committee
under the Chairman-ship of Lord Roéebery, it was
suggested that to save the horse population, these
animals should be bred for slaughter. 1t seems to me a
contradiction of terms.
I am not quite clear what is meant by this question. I
will try to answer it in two parts:-
If an animal is sick, injured or unwanted and is taken
to a veterinary surgeon or to a branch of an Animal
Charity and humanely put to sleep, there is no social
disgrace.
If the owner of an animal, or a person not the owner who
dislikes animals, brutally kills an animal then he is
liable to prosecution under the " 1911 Protection of
Animals Act" for causing unnecessary suffering, and is
taken before a magistrate who can inflict a fine or
imprisonment, both of which carry, obviously, a stigma.
In the case ofvhorses, there are recognised horse
slaughterers and knackers yards. The first can kill
both for human and animal consumption and the latter
only for animal consumption, since 1939, these have to
be 1ioen¢ed by the Ministry of Food. veterinary surgeons
and employees of recognised Animal Charities can also
kill horses, in the case of small animals the two latter
are the only recognised authority, but they do not have

to be licensed by any Ministry.

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4.a) Horses, by law, have to be shot with a captive bolt,
although it is permissable in country areas for them
to be shot by the owner or an employee of xhis ,with
a free bullet.

b) Dogs are chloroformed in out of the way branchee of
Societies and in the sm=ll Society, but in the large
Societies are electrocuted. Where an animal is put
down by a veterinary surgeon, he can use ahy of the
above methods or he can use a drug widely known,

called Nembutal, although Prussic acid and Strichnin
are not banned, it is unusual for veterinary surgeoh
to employ this method because of the suffering it
cases. The employees of most of the Societies, also
carry humane pistols for animals involved in street
accidents or where no alternative method is readily
available, in order to save un-needed suffering.

c) Cats., The most widely used method is chloroform in

what is known as the Snow lethsl box, although
veterinary surgeons do use Nembutzl, and on rare

occasions the humane pistol is used as well.

Where I have referred to Societies, that means, of course, tt
recognised Animsl Welfare Charities.
